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These inventory lists contain species found growing naturally in 

Jesse H. Jones Park & Nature Center during surveys conducted 

from 2001 to 2008. The main habitat in the park consists of oak 

and loblolly pine riparian forest with mostly yaupon understory. 

Bald cypress, green ash swamps follow ancient Spring Creek 

channels. A two acre alkaline pocket prairie, located on the west 

side of the park, is home to many species that are usually found 

in central Texas, which is an interesting fact since they are 

naturally occurring in this small prairie area. Native grasses and 

wildflowers native to other parts of Texas were seeded on two 

flood drainage areas to reduce erosion. There you may find 

blooming Texas bluebonnets, Indian paintbrushes, blood sage, 

standing cypress and other Hill Country wildflower favorites.  

The lists are a work in progress: The floral diversity continues to 

change as storms, succession, trail development, and introduced 

species make their mark on the dynamics of Jones Parkôs 

ecosystem. Periodic updates to the list will be necessary.
